Blinkers go on for the first time and, should 
they have no negative effect, he ought to take all the beating. Kerdos landed this in 2023 and should not be 
underestimated, while progressive three-year-old Adrestia is another to consider in receipt of weight.

Urban Sprawl looks 
to be the main danger, although Great Blasket is a player if he can bounce back to the form of last month’s 
success at Sandown.
