Touched off in the Queen Anne before getting closest to 
shock Sussex Stakes hero Qirat at Goodwood, the son of Blue Point may just relish this drop in trip and 
can gain another top-level triumph.

Successful over this sort of trip at Goodwood and Ascot, he was only fifth in the Goodwood Cup but, 
back in handicap company, he could prove too good. Fleetfoot is just one other to consider, with his 4lb 
penalty unlikely to be enough to stop another bold effort.

Hard-knockers CIAN THE CONQUEROR and 
ROLLWITHTHEPUNCHES could have roles to play if building on improved recent performances. 
SILENT WAR, COMMAND PILOT and PRESLEY are others with earning potential.
