Twist Or Stick sported first-time cheekpieces when finishing third at Chelmsford and 
has to be respected off a 1lb lower rating. Archibald Ives can beat Trouser Pocket home for third.

The six-year-old had previously scored over 7f at Chepstow and looks capable of capitalis-
ing off her current mark. Monks Mead arrives on the back of a C&D third in classified company and is a feasible 
alternative reverting to handicap company, while fellow in-form rival Blackbrook cannot be discounted either.

PREVIEW: A 2lb nudge up in the ratings for POETIC FORCE’s victory over 1m here recently looks workable 
and an 18th career victory could be on the cards. The son of Lope De Vega should have little issue with a drop 
back in distance and he shades the vote over Dandy G Boy. The three-year-old made a winning stable bow at 
Wolverhampton last month and isn’t taken lightly. H Key Lails is the pick of the remainder.
