The 
Dark Angel colt still holds an entry in the Park Stakes so if hoping to take up that engagement, he will need to 
go close today. Both Mudbir and Great Acclaim arrive in search of hat-tricks and neither should be far away, 
while Golden Mile hero Rhoscolyn is another to consider.

Ed Walker’s filly is a half-sister 
to Group 1 winner Dreamloper and shaped with plenty of encouragement when outrunning her odds of 25/1 to 
finish third on debut at Newbury. The daughter of Masar takes a step up in trip and could have any amount of 
improvement to come.

The three-year-old made a pleasing start for the James Owen yard when second at the same venue last month 
and can capitalise on an unchanged rating.

Despite being 14lb higher in a tougher race, 
she commands plenty of respect along with Calvert, who sports cheekpieces for the first time.

The hat-trick seeking Grandlad is capable of being in the 
mix, while All Ways Glamorous is another for the shortlist.
