Saxophonist is another likely to appreciate this longer 
trip based on his promising third at Newcastle, while Mr Colonel is related to three winners on the Flat and is a 
newcomer to note.

PREVIEW: The hat-trick seeking Global Effort is one to keep an eye on, along with last-time-out Beverley 
scorer Rock Of England, but the vote goes to THUNDERSTORM KATIE. Jim Goldie’s filly didn’t get a clear run 
when attempting to land a third victory in succession at Ayr last time. With Paul Mulrennan taking over in the 
plate, she is the one to be on.
