Archer Royal’s third in the Group 3 Tattersalls Stakes at Newmarket arguably sets the 
standard, but he was subsequently disappointing in the Autumn Stakes. Sin City has a similar profile to the 
selection and should not be discounted, while Sunset On Leros and Rochfortbridge complete the shortlist.

Clive Cox’s gelding arrives 
here on the back of two victories in competitive contests at Lingfield and Newcastle in recent weeks and a 4lb 
rise for the latest of those wins may not be enough to stop him. Durham Castle has a very good strike-rate and 
has to be noted on his return to action, while Knebworth is another hat-trick seeker to consider. The shortlist is 
completed by Wild Clary, City Cyclone and Stanley Spencer.
