PREVIEW: LET’S SAIL AWAY made a promising start over fences when second at Uttoxeter last month and 
is likely to have more to offer. With that experience under his belt, he could be the one to beat. Last-time-out 
C&D scorer Time To Bite has a 6lb higher rating to contend with, which might not be excessive, so he has to be 
respected. Aslukwoodhavit isn’t out of it either.
