EMPRESS WU and JET QUERARI have the form and experience to be competitive too, though a bigger 
threat may come from well-bred newcomer MIAMI MOUNTAIN, a Canford Cliffs colt out of a Grade 1 winning 
2yo. BANYAN is another first-timer worth a market check. Watch the betting!
