PREVIEW: Maybe Not made it two wins from three starts in handicaps at Kempton eight days ago and she is 
likely to be on the premises once again, despite a 6lb penalty. Bonus Time is a progressive filly who struck over 
6f at Naas at the start of the month and, with the Paddy Twomey yard in brilliant form, the daughter of Too Darn 
Hot has to be respected. However, DASH OF AZURE possibly did too much too soon when fading into seventh 
at Goodwood last time and finished a fair fifth in the Sandringham prior. With Ryan Moore booked to ride, she 
looks the one to side with.
