However,
this race is about deep potential and none fits the bill more than INISHBEG. Having cost 500,0008ns as a yearling, the son of Ghaiyyath runs for highly respected connections whose
decision to pitch him at this level on debut is a telling indication of expectations. New Monarch and Beny Nahar are other compelling options.
